SUBJECT:  Partners in Education Program

1.  PURPOSE.  The purpose of this Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is to establish a partnership in education for the 2001-2002 school year. The National Imagery and Mapping Agency, U.S. Army Intelligence and Security Command, and Headquarters Battalion will support the educational initiatives of Fort Belvoir Elementary School with a volunteer program using military and civilian personnel.  When necessary, other Fort Belvoir installation activity resources may be available.

2.  AUTHORITY.  President Clinton's national educational goals known as Goals 2000.

3.  BACKGROUND.

    a.  President Reagan started this initiative with a proclamation designating 1984 as the "National Year of Partnerships in Education."  President Bush continued with his educational program, America 2000.  President Clinton continued with his program, Goals 2000.   

    b.  Goals 2000 expanded the concept of partners in education to include eight national goals for public education.  These goals are:

   (1)  All children will be ready to learn when entering school.

   (2)  There will be a 90 percent graduation rate from high school.

   (3)  All children will be competent in core subjects.

   (4)  The United States will be first in the world in math and science.

   (5)  Every adult will be literate and able to compete in the work force.

   (6)  Every school will be safe, disciplined, and 

drug-free.
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   (7)  Professional development for all educators will be provided.

   (8)  Parental involvement in learning must be increased.

4.  SCOPE.  The organizations in this memorandum and other installation organizations agree to establish a partnership in education.  Every participating organization will provide a representative on the general steering committee.  This committee meets monthly and conducts in-progress reviews.  The program will be evaluated each year to determine its strengths and weaknesses and can be modified or terminated at the discretion of any party with written notice.

5.  AGREEMENT, SUPPORT, AND RESOURCE REQUIREMENTS.

    a.  Fort Belvoir Elementary School will:

   (1)  Provide a steering committee of school staff to meet with its partner organizations on a quarterly basis, or more frequently as needed.  The school committee will make suggestions on ways that the partners can help achieve the national educational goals. 

   (2)  Provide orientation for the organizations and all volunteers who participate on a regular basis.

   (3)  Support installation activities that enhance good citizenship and community awareness for students and staff.

   (4)  Provide student activity support for specific programs sponsored by the military partners or the Fort Belvoir community.     

b.  The National Imagery and Mapping Agency, U.S. Army Intelligence and Security Command, and Headquarters Battalion will:

   (1)  Provide volunteer personnel who will meet with the school steering committee on a quarterly basis, or more frequently as needed, to plan activities that assist in achieving the goals of the school.

   (2)  Provide a wide range of classroom presentations, guest speakers, or readers for individual classes.

        (3)  Arrange tours to various post activities for any partnership group of students during the school year.  

   (4)  Provide assistance, if possible and appropriate, in fulfilling special needs requests made by the school principal.
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   (5)  Provide voluntary tutorial assistance available to the students at school.  Recruit lunchroom pals to eat lunch with students weekly or pen pals to correspond with students on a regular basis.

   (6)  Provide resources, when available, to the teaching staff concerning lectures, tours, and instructional assistance from the military partners or the Fort Belvoir community.

    c.  U.S. Army, Fort Belvoir obligations.

   (1)  As the proponent for providing general support and guidance for Fairfax County School goals and Goals 2000, Fort Belvoir will:

   (a)  Designate a point of contact from each base activity and/or tenant unit participating who will coordinate the Partners in Education program.  Each designee will monitor the overall plan to enhance the national educational goals and the goals of Fairfax County Public Schools.

   (b)  Coordinate publicity concerning all partnership programs for maximum exposure.



(c)  Assist in providing additional opportunities for career exploration for staff and students to acquire experiences and resources in a variety of areas.

   (2)  While the MOU is among the National Imagery and Mapping Agency, U.S. Army Intelligence and Security Command, Headquarters Battalion, and Fort Belvoir Elementary School, the Garrison Commander will also sign as an interested party to this very important program.
