2011 Member/Guest Golf Tournament  
Friday & Saturday October 7 & 8 

 
Dear Members and Friends of Fort Belvoir Golf Club, 
 

On behalf of the entire Golf Club staff I wish to invite you all to participate in this year’s 2011 Member/Guest Golf 
Tournament and Party. 
 

This year’s tournament/party will be convened Friday and Saturday.  Sign up as a 2-person team and play 18 holes each 
day.  The golf course on Friday is Gunston holes 1 to 9 turning onto Woodlawn holes 10 to 18; the golf course on 
Saturday is Woodlawn holes 1 to 9 turning onto Gunston holes 10 to 18.  Men play from the blue tees and women play 
from the white tees. 
 

The format for the tournament will be the “Better Ball of 2-Person Teams” net and gross scores over 36 holes.  The 
Member/Guest overall winner will be from the general field of players and is determined by the low net team; there will be 
an award equal in value for the low gross team.   
 

We are considering offering a Senior Member/Guest division and a Senior-Senior Member/Guest division this year.  If we 
receive interest from at least 4 teams for the Senior and at least 4 teams for the Senior-Senior then we will include these 
into the tournament.  Senior participants would be competing with other teams within their division and are not eligible to 
win the 2011 Member/Guest.  Senior division requirements are that men must be 55 years of age and women must be 50 
years of age; Senior men play from the blue tees and women play from the white tees.  Senior-Senior division 
requirements are that men must be 70 years of age and women must be 60 years of age; Senior-Senior men and women 
play from the white tees.  Low net team score determines the winner of the Senior Member/Guest division and the Senior-
Senior Member/Guest division.  One low gross team will be awarded in each Senior division.  If we cannot field the 
minimum 4 teams for either division then these divisions will not be created. 
 

October 1 handicaps will be used.  The Member/Guest tournament field is limited to the first sixty (60) teams.      
Sign up deadline is Saturday October 1, at 6:00 PM.  The tournament entry fee is $300.00 per team.  Tournament 
entry forms will be available in the Pro Shop. 
 

Friday:  11:30 shotgun start 

 9:30 AM to 11:00 AM registration for tournament in the clubhouse dining room and warm-up on our driving range. 

 Tournament shotgun start at 11:30 AM. 

 There will be contest holes on the tournament course each day. 

 Hamburgers and hot dogs and beverages available 11:30 AM at the gazebo during tournament play. 

 Return scorecards to the clubhouse patio on completion of the round. 

 Skills contest conducted starting at 4:00 PM to 5:30 PM on the driving range, putting green, and short game 
practice area; beverages available on the clubhouse patio. 

 Friday night tournament party starts at 5:30 PM and offers many great foods from around the world with live 
entertainment provided by the New World Band featuring “Elvis”. 

 

Saturday:  9:00 shotgun start 

 Full breakfast buffet served from 7:00 to 8:30 in the clubhouse dining room; warm-up on the driving range. 

 Tournament shotgun start at 9:00; the tournament course on Saturday is Woodlawn holes 1 to 9 turning onto 
Gunston holes 10 to 18.  Beverages and snacks on the course. 

 After completing the round, return scorecards to the scoreboard on the clubhouse patio and enjoy the Awards 
Presentation dinner buffet in the clubhouse dining room; conclusion is 4:30 

 

Limited open play will be available during the Tournament. The golf course available for open play will start on the 9 holes 
that are not in play for the tournament on Friday and Saturday. 
 

Clubhouse hours of operation during the Tournament  
Friday: 

 Daily lunch buffet is not available on Friday. 

 Clubhouse and Lounge closed for the day starting at 1:00; outside Snack Bar window available all day for food 
and beverages for all golfers playing on the open course. 

Saturday: 

 Clubhouse dining room closed 6:30 AM to 9:30 AM for the tournament participants’ breakfast. 

 Lounge opens at 11:00 AM to 9:00 PM and is open to all tournament and open play golfers. 

 Outside Snack Bar window open from 6:30 AM to 6:00 PM. 

 Clubhouse dining room closed 1:00 PM to 5:00 PM for the tournament Awards presentation dinner.
